In 2015 the UN General Assembly formally accepted a new set of 17 measurableSustainable

Development Goals (SDGs), ranging from ending world poverty to achieving gender equality
and empowering women and girls by 2030.

No one will deny that sites have greater touristic appeal after being recognised by
UNESCO.

Preservation of the Frozen Tombs of the Altai Mountains

The exhibition on the effects of climate change on World Heritage Sites makes use of
images from a previous project, developed by UNESCO in partnership with Ghent
University and supported by the Flemish Trust Fund: “The frozen tombs of the
Scythians”. These tombs are located in the permafrost of the Altai, a barren area
between China and Russia, and are of immense archaeological value. Given the
constantly frozen condition of the permafrost, the contents of these particularly well
preserved tombs, often of dignitaries include gold and jewellery showing exceptional
craftsmanship. Due to global warming however, the permafrost and the contents of the
tombs are disappearing and so the curtain falls on a little known but extremely
interesting culture. Tracking the undiscovered tombs is a race against time, where
observation of the earth by means of satellite images comes to the rescue. Many of
these images have also been used for a publication on the impact of climate change on
World Heritage, which has been translated and reprinted with Flemish support.

In order to lend oral traditions, rituals, social habits and traditional skills a protective
and helping hand, UNESCO created the Convention for the Safeguarding of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2003. The ‘Procession of the Holy Blood' in Bruges and the
different Flemish ‘Processional Giants and Dragons’ have already been recognised in the
meantime. It is remarkable however that especially Africa is underrepresented, due to a
lack of technical knowledge to inventory such traditions and to draw up dossiers for
their recognition. With a first project in six countries in Southern Africa, Flanders
responded to this drawing up of an inventory, with great focus on the contribution of
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the local communities. In a number of these countries, a next phase is being prepared:
on the basis of the inventory, the capacity is developed to draw up recognition dossiers
themselves in the future. In this matter, UNESCO can rely on the expertise of the Flemish
Support Centre for Cultural Heritage non-profit organisation (www.FARQO.be).

In historic cities, modernisations and investments must be reconciled with the city’s
historic character and identity. This issue is global and poses a challenge for both
Flanders and UNESCO. In 2009, the German city of Dresden was struck off the UNESCO
World Heritage list for instance, after building a bridge over the Elbe, which was an
intrusive element in the landscape according to experts. Given its rich diversity of
ancient art cities, this matter is also very topical for Flanders. This is why Flanders
supports the “World Heritage Cities” project, through which UNESCO aims at the
creation of a theoretical framework for the preservation of urban heritage and provides
help to national and regional governments.

In concrete terms, this Historic Urban Landscapes (HUL) approach is applied to Lamu
{Kenyal, Stonetown (Tanzania) and Ilha de Mogambique {(Mozambique), but the intention
is to use this methodology internationally. The Catholic University of Leuven,
Department of Civil Construction and more specifically the R. Lemaire International
Centre for Monument Care are involved in its elaboration.

Flanders was already active on llha de Mogambique with UNESCO: it was one of the first
partners to set up an architectural study for the island with UNESCO. Together with the
Netherlands and Japan, Flanders continues to work there as a donor with UNESCO on
the restoration of the island, a former Portuguese trading post on the route to India.
The site shows a remarkable architectural unity which had almost not survived the
ravages of time. The project restores the unique historic value and enhances the appeal
of the site for tourists. Furthermore, UNESCO has respected the traditional building
techniques by involving local craftsmen and therefore also immediately contributed to
the local development.

The Africa region remains underrepresented on the World Heritage List as less than 9%
percent of all World Heritage properties are located in this region. At the same time,
40% of the properties on the List of World Heritage in Danger are found in the Africa
region. Currently, 12 of the 37 natural properties in Africa {32%) are inscribed on the List
of World Heritage in Danger. In addition, many more sites are included in the State of
Conservation {SoQ process as results of various threats which, if not addressed urgently,
could impact their Outstanding Universal Value (OUV).

The report on the Second Cycle of Periodic Reporting in the Africa Region (2010-2011)
highlighted that the “quality” of the site management constituted one main gap in the
preservation of World Heritage sites. In addition, the exercise has clearly shown that in
order to improve the management of the sites, it is important to strengthen and build
the capacities of the people and institutions in charge of this management. Therefore
the Government of Flanders supports the development of the ‘Africa Nature Program'.

Reactive Monitoring and Trends Information System for an Improved State of
Conservation of the World Heritage Properties

Over the past decades, the World Heritage Centre, as Secretariat of the Wor/d Heritage
Convention, has gathered a tremendous amount of documentation of prime interest to
address the state of conservation of World Heritage properties. However, this global
information is not stored in a practical and systematic manner and cannot be easily
extracted for the purpose of statistical analysis and for well-informed decision-making,
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To overcome this burden, the Flemish Government agreed on supporting UNESCO in the
creation of a user-friendly tool.

The establishment of a comprehensive “state of conservation information system” is an
essential step to provide the required analytical studies and assist site management so
as to avoid inappropriate development and to better address the threats. To be more
efficient and operational, the proposed database will be integrated to all the current
databases on the World Heritage Centre's website (Nominations, International
Assistance, Tentative Lists, statutory documentation, World Heritage Committee’s
decisions, etc..). Guidance for States Parties to the 1972 Convention on the preparation
of the "Desired state of conservation” statements for the removal of properties from the
List of World Heritage in Danger will also be made available.

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Japan’s International Cooperation in Cultural Heritage
—Building “All-Japan” Cooperation Network—

Masahiro Saotome

Today, | am going to introduce the background to the establishment and
activities of the Japan Consortium for International Cooperation in Cultural
Heritage (JCIC-Heritage) — which | serve as a committee member — as an

example of international cooperation over cultural heritage in Japan.

1. Background to the Establishment of JCIC-Heritage

Following its experiences of dramatic social changes, such as the Meiji
Restoration and World War I, Japan became a pioneer in efforts to protect and
utilize its cultural heritage. Japan has implemented its experiences and
technologies to support the protection of cultural heritage around the world.In
connection with the UNESCO Funds-in-Trust, the Japanese Funds in Trust
(J-FIT) was launched in 1989, after then Prime Minister Noboru Takeshita
announced in London that the strengthening of cultural exchanges would
henceforth be one of the pillars of Japanese foreign policy regarding
international cooperation. His speech became a turning point for Japan's
international cooperation over cultural heritage. In the framework of this new
cultural policy of cooperation, the preservation of cultural heritage was
prioritized; in 1989, the Japanese Government deposited with UNESCO a fund
specifically allocated to that purpose: it was called the “Japanese Funds-in-Trust
for the Preservation of the World Cultural Heritage." In 2006, 17 years after this
event, came another key point: the establishment of JCIC-Heritage. | would like

to explain some of the background to its establishment.

As you may know, the two Buddhas of Bamiyan were destroyed by Taliban

commanders in 2001. Subsequently, in 2003, many culturally valuable properties
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were threatened due to the conflict in Irag. These two incidents enhanced global
awareness that greater international cooperation was needed to save the
endangered legacies of humankind; they also provoked discussion in Japan on
how we should make proactive contributions to the world. At that time, there
were various organizations, methods, and financial measures for international
cooperation in the heritage sector in Japan, but each of them worked
independently, with the result that information was not being shared between the
different stakeholders. When disasters and conflicts triggered urgent needs to
protect cultural heritage in the affected locations, each organization responded
individually, resulting in an absence of flexible and effective support being
observed in some cases. Reacting to these problems, administrative institutions,
politicians, and experts from different fields have jointly held a series of
discussions since 2003 to develop the cooperative structure in this sector in
Japan. Through these discussions, the following two goals were set: first, the
enactment of the “Law on the Promotion of International Cooperation for
Protection of Cultural Heritage Abroad,” and second, the launch of an

organization for developing cooperative partherships across Japan.

Promulgated in 2006, the “Law on the Promotion of International Cooperation for
Protection of Cultural Heritage Abroad” stipulates Japan’s policies on
international cooperation on tangible and intangible cultural heritage abroad,
these include responsibiliies of the state and educational and research
institutions, and strengthening collaboration between institutions involved in
international cooperation on cultural heritage. Accordingly, the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (MOFA) and the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science,
and Technology created the “Basic Policy on the Promotion of International
Cooperation for Protection of Cultural Heritage Abroad” in 2007. The second
version of this Basic Policy, the planning phase of which involved the committee

members of JCIC-Heritage, was issued in 2014.
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In addition to its law enforcement role, JCIC-Heritage was established to work
towards the development of partnerships by, among others, administrative
institutions, educational and research institutions, and NGOs, and to respond
efficiently and flexibly to foreign countries’ assistance requirements, aiming to
achieve significant results. This reflects the “Building “All Japan” cooperation

hetwork”: the endeavor to establish a common collaborative basis.

The key figure committed to establishing this consortium was Prof. |kuo
Hirayama, a painter and a UNESCO Goodwill Ambassador. He is also known for
his conception and promotion of “The Red Cross Spirit for Cultural Heritage.”
Headed by Prof. Hirayama, JCIC-Heritage was established on 20" June 2006.

Launched from the start were the Steering Committee, the Planning Committee,
and the two regional sub-committees, Southeast Asia and West Asia. The
following year, the Subcommittee for East and Central Asia was added to the
organization, building a structure to cover the whole Asian region. Subsequently,
JCIC-Heritage extended its geographic scope to Africa, the Caribbean and Latin
America, and Europe. |In 2014, the Subcommittee for Southeast Asia was
renamed the “Subcommittee for Southeast and South Asia” to clarify its wider
jurisdiction. This diagram shows the current operating structure of

JCIC-Heritage.

After the death of Prof. Hirayama in 2009, Prof. Yoshiaki Ishizawa of Sophia
University — who has devoted considerable time to engaging in conservation
projects in Angkor — replaced him as chairperson. Prof. Kosaku Maeda (an art
historian whose main field is Afghanistan), Prof. Yasuyoshi Okada (an expert in
the ancient architecture of West Asia), and Prof. Yuji Seki (an expert in Andean
archaeology) serve as vice-chairpersons of the JCIC-Heritage. Led by them,
there are, at present, 73 experts involved in the activities of JCIC-Heritage as
committee members. | serve on the Subcommittee for East and Central Asia as

a specialist in Korean archaeology.
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In addition to these committees, administrative institutions, private sector
organizations, private foundations, and educational and research institutions
also participate in and support the activities of JCIC-Heritage. As it is nearly
impossible to detail the activities of all the institutions of Japan, | will briefly
introduce the programs of four Japanese administrative institutions. In the field
of international cooperation on cultural heritage, the MOFA and the Agency for
Cultural Affairs — which are the main government bodies — and the Japan
International Cooperation Agency (JICA) and the Japan Foundation — which are
independent administrative institutions — are implementing and supporting

projects under respective schemes.

As | mentioned earlier, the MOFA is responsible for controlling the UNESCO
Japanese Funds-in-Trust for the Preservation of the World Cultural Heritage.
Between 1989 and 2015, US$67.6 million has been donated, and preservation
and restoration projects have been carried out on 39 properties of cultural

heritage in a total of 54 countries.

Regarding intangible cultural heritage, Japan established, in collaboration with
UNESCO, the “Japanese Funds-in-Trust for the Safeguarding of Intangible
Cultural Heritage” in 1993; by 2015 it had contributed US$16.21 million and

implemented more than 100 projects globally.

While the MOFA controls UNESCO J-FIT, the Agency for Cultural Affairs also
plays a large role in international cooperation related to cultural heritage. The
Agency allots 0.3% of its budget for culture, or US$2.65 million (three hundred
million yen), for promotion of international cultural heritage protection. Since it
was founded ten years ago as an unincorporated association, JCIC-Heritage's
costs have been covered by the Agency’s budget. The Agency also provides

finance for other projects (as shown in the list of projects).
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The Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) is a government
organization that provides Official Development Assistance. It is equivalent to
the Republic of Korea’'s KOICA. The JICA does not principally focus on
international cultural heritage protection, but it has been involved in cultural
heritage protection in numerous places, helping tourist development and
supplying infrastructural and technological aid. Its recent large-scale projects are
the Grand Egyptian Museum Conservation Center Project and the Project for
Establishment of the Pilot Model for Regional Tourism Development in Bagan,
Myanmar. In addition, a museum training course has been held annually at the
National Museum of Ethnology since 1994. Japan’s cultural ODAs are
administered through two schemes: Cultural Grant Assistance and Grant
Assistance for Cultural Grassroots Projects. The main form of cultural assistance

is the provision of technology and infrastructure.

The Japan Foundation differs from the JICA by providing “soft-power” assistance,
mainly by conducting international cultural exchange programs. Like the JICA, it
is also not geared specifically for cultural heritage protection, but has been
involved by coordinating the exchange of experts and providing training
programs. To date, it has undertaken projects supporting JCIC-Heritage in
countries such as the Federated States of Micronesia, Sri Lanka, Armenia, the

Philippines, and El Salvador.

The above-mentioned projects are those conducted by administrative institutions.
Apart from these related institutions, JCIC-Heritage has a membership system.
Membership has grown over the last ten years, and today totals 411 individuals

and 27 groups.
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2. Activities by JCIC-Heritage

It is under this organization that JCIC-Heritage has carried out various activities
with the four goals (1. creating a network between members, 2. research on
international cooperation in cultural heritage, 3. collecting and providing
information on international cooperation, 4. promotion and dissemination of
activities on cultural heritage). The following will be a presentation on what has

been done to achieve each goal.

<Building network between members>

As one can tell from the reason JCIC-Heritage was founded, creating ties is a
principal mission of JCIC-Heritage's activities. We hold about 15 meetings each
year, including the subcommittees and working groups shown in the diagram
earlier.Excluding the steering committee, the subcommittees and working
groups of JCIC-Heritage have discussed 440 topics. The topics are on a wide
variety of subjects, from reports of projects that members are involved in, alerts
of cultural heritage that need protection, information about disasters and
conflicts, and reports on international conferences. JCIC-Heritage has been
involved with a total of 77 projects through its subcommittees. Here are some

projects on the topics this year.

<Research>

JCIC-Heritage conducts research used in discussion by its subcommittees.
There are two types of research: investigation of countries that receive aid, and
investigation of international aid given by donor countries. Thus far, 26 countries
have been researched. Investigation of recipient countries is used to assess
needs. We have researched 17 recipient countries, mainly Southeast Asia and
South Asia, and their needs have been discussed in subcommittees, some of
which leading to actual projects in related institutions. Contrastingly, investigation
of donor countries aims to provide reference material for how Japan should give

international aid. Last month, we conducted an investigation on Korea. We
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received cooperation, not only from the Korean National Commission for
UNESCO, but from institutions such as the Cultural Heritage Administration, the
National Research Institute of Cultural Heritage, and the Korean Cultural
Heritage Foundation. | would like to express my deepest gratitude. We create
reports of our investigations, which can be accessed through our website. In

addition, most of our reports on recipient countries are translated into English.

<Collecting and providing information on international cooperation=

JCIC-Heritage has a database of information collected through its
subcommittees and investigations. Today, information on about 2500
international cooperation projects has been accumulated, and is accessible
online by our members. Through our database, one can grasp who is doing what
project in each region. This information is used in planning future projects as well
as exchange of information between experts and institutions. Furthermore, we
collect information on the illegal looting of cultural property, send newsletters,

and support cooperative activities by partners.

<Promotion and dissemination of activities on cultural heritage>

In this fashion, JCIC-Heritage collects information and supports cooperation
between stakeholders such as experts and institutions. However, it also strives
to publicize information about Japan’s role in international cultural heritage
cooperation to the public, and enhance their understanding of Japan’s activities.
As part of our activities, JCIC-Heritage provides information through brochures
and its website.We have also held 10 symposiums and 18 seminars. Our annual
international symposiums aim to increase public interest in international cultural
heritage cooperation. |n 2013, we had Mr. Kishore Rao, who was our keynote
lecturer today, present in our symposium that year. This year, we hosted a
symposium entitled “ASEAN + 3 Cultural Heritage Forum 2015” with the Agency
for Cultural Affairs and the Asia Center of the Japan Foundation. We had experts

from ASEAN countries, China, Korea, and Japan such as the Minister of Culture
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of Thailand present what each country is doing to protect cultural heritage, and
discuss possibilities of international cooperation between the ASEAN + 3
countries.The biannual seminars are on more academic subjects. We invite
professionals who are involved in topics that are receiving attention in Japan at
the time, and them to discuss on the subject. The subjects range from economic
development cooperation, participation of the public, and emergency cultural
property aid. In November, we held a seminar on the issues of cultural property
protection in West Asia. In the March 3" seminar, we had Mr. Masanori Aoyagi,
the Commissioner for Cultural Affairs, give the keynote lecture on how Japan
should continue its international cooperation as JCIC-Heritage nears its 10"

anniversary.

3. The Challenges We Face

In this way, JCIC-Heritage has conducted various activities through the years.
Little by little, we have connected Japanese stakeholders involved in
international cultural heritage cooperation, and strengthened the network
between them. It can be said that an “All-Japan” cooperation system is
emerging.Yet, it is true that JCIC-Heritage is a work in progress, and is facing
many challenges. First, JCIC-Heritage is an unincorporated association funded
by the Agency for Cultural Affairs, and in consequence cannot provide funds for
projects. Next, creating a network between stakeholders is an activity that
connects people, and therefore requires a large number of people. Sadly,
JCIC-Heritage is a very small institution, and cannot keep up with an expansion
of activities. Third, out of the 438 JCIC-Heritage members, only a small fraction is
young researchers/experts, and just 6 are students. In the long run, we must
create a system which accommodates young people, who will lead international

cooperation in the future.

Furthermore, while we strive to publicize and disseminate activities on cultural

heritage, JCIC-Heritage itself is not widely known among the public. It is vital that
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our activities are understood in order to continue our missions. We plan to
strengthen our bond with the mass media as we celebrate our 10" anniversary.
Finally, there is a need for more international output. Until now, JCIC-Heritage
has focused on providing information for a domestic audience; but today,
multilateral cooperation is getting attention, and there are opinions that
JCIC-Heritage should give and exchange information on a global scale. We
hope we will be more involved in making the international network, starting with

today's workshop.

In fact, when compared with other fields such as education or economics, Korea
implements an insignificant level of Official Development Assistance (ODA) in the
culture field. Although the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism promotes ODA in
the culture field as one of the 10 core tasks, most of the government budget is
expended on the cost of cooperation projects, which are run by international
organizations such as UNESCO, WTO, WIPO, etc. In particular, owing to the
assistance of the Cultural Heritage Administration, the field of cultural heritage has
grown remarkably in recent years.

It hasn't been that long since international development cooperation in the culture
field has been discussed in Korea. In February 2014, the Korean National
Commission for UNESCO and the Cultural Heritage Administration took the lead in
discussing the direction and strategies for international development cooperation in
the culture field. It had been pointed out that Korean cultural ODA projects couldn't
overcome Korean ethnocultural centrism, and it is carried out as an extension of
spreading the Korean wave. Meanwhile, it is suggested that Korean ICT, one of
strengths Korea has, may be used in order to promote the traditional cultural art of
underdeveloped countries. For instance, digitizing Myanmarese and Sri Lankan
Buddhist scriptures using Korea's experience of working on digitization of orally
transmitted songs and documentary heritage, such as the Tripitaka Koreana, had
been suggested as a plan for support.

I'd like to give you a couple of opinions for setting proper ODA strategies for cultural
heritages. First of all, in order to elevate the effectiveness of development of
recipient countries without cultural invasion or cultural imperialism, ODA strategies
must be actively discussed by diverse stakeholders internally from the early stage. At
this stage, a variety of opinions by government ministries, experts, civic groups who
are implementing and will implement the project should be gathered. Even in the
field of cultural heritage, various organizations such as the Cultural Heritage
Administration, the Cultural Heritage Foundation, ICHCAP, and the Korean National
Commission of UNESCO are carrying out a multitude of projects. |In this context, I'd
like to be informed of any significant cases of multi-organizational cooperation in
Japan.

Secondly, organized debates and research should be carried out because a variety
of issues — such as finding models for cultural heritage ODA, accumulating regional
knowledge, training regional experts in underdeveloped countries, forming the
general procedure for cultural heritage ODA, establishing partnerships between
donor countries and recipient countries or between private civil society and the public
sector, and communicating with recipient countries — should be included in the
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policy for cultural heritage ODA. In other words, attention should not only be focused
on quantitative expansion due to increased budget for cultural heritage ODA but it
should also be concentrated on related research. So I'd like to point out that many
organizations are carrying out cultural heritage ODA projects in several ways at the
moment, but they haven't improved to the point where arranging, analyzing and
researching those projects has become systematic. For this reason, there are many
implications in the research study of consortium and the building databases of
international cooperation project presented by Prof. Masahiro

Thirdly, existing cultural heritage ODA projects implemented by advanced donor
countries should be benchmarked. For example, in the case of Japan, the Japanese
Funds-In-Trust was established in 1989 to protect and conserve World Heritage. By
2015, it provided $67 million in support to carry out a multitude of projects in the
Asia-Pacific region such as a restoration project for Ankor Wat in Cambodia.
Considering there are other countries than Korea that also have carried out ODA
projects in the culture field, such asGermany and Sweden,best practices and model
cases heed to be recoghized and shared in order to develop a Korean model of
cultural heritage ODA projects.

Finally, the expansion of partherships not only in the public sector but also in the
private sector is important in cultural heritage ODA projects. For instance, a project
which started in May 2012 regarding the construction of tourism infrastructure in the
Hoian Ancient Town and My Son Sanctuary by the Korean National Commission of
UNESCO with the support of Asiana Airlines could be a significant example of
cooperation with corporations. The Korean National Commission of UNESCO,
through close cooperation with Asiana Airlines, set up tourist information centres and
guide boards in Hoian Ancient Town and contributed to the revitalization of regional
tour programmes by making brochures introducing the Kingdom of My Son
Champa,. Furthermore, Asiana Airlines installed 40 solar street lamps in the region in
cooperation with KOICA in order to keep the residents and tourists safe. In the case
of Japan or Belgium, I'd like to be informed if there are any other successful cases of
partnership with the private sector.

Today's workshop is important in raising awareness of the use of cultural heritage
works as a keystone for sustainable development as well as improving the level of
discussion. However, I'd like to emphasize that the government should provide
systematic and consistent support for expert training programs and related
researches in order to develop these discussions into practical action plans and to
achieve successful implementation of cultural heritage ODA.

Encouraged by its economic growth, the Republic of Korea has been requested by
the international community to actively participate in international development
cooperation.In domestic level, as public interest in assistance donation has
increased, ODA projects in the country have been undergoing extensive
development. However, as international development cooperation has evolved from
a donor country unilaterally helping a recipient country to the international community
encouraging economic and social growth of developing countries through a variety of
assistance methods, it's clear that international development cooperation has
become more complex.

In particular, as the significance of culture ODA has been emphasized in recent days
and resources for protecting and conserving cultural heritage in developing countries
has increased, this workshop, annually held since 2014 by the Cultural Heritage
Administration of Korea (CHA) and the Korean National Commission for UNESCO,
has been organized in order to find integrative strategies for international
development cooperation on cultural heritage and can be viewed as a willinghess to
implement more effective international development cooperation. Also the
workshop’s keynote speech, two case studies, and presentations on Korea's
international development cooperation strategies are also considered elements of
the initiative for better international development cooperation.

Hereupon, this panel would like to contribute to the development of integrative
strategies on international development cooperation of the Republic of Korea by
inquiring some of the experts gathered here today.

First, | would like to consult Mr. Kishore Rao. Although the 2000s is called the era of
culture, what was the reason the field of culture was excluded from the MDGs
(Millennium Development Goals) in its early stages? And what is the positive effect
of unilateral adoption of the SDGs (Sustainable Development Goals) after the
MDGs? |In addition, | would like to ask what you thinkabout the implication of the
SDGs on the Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage.

In addition, | have a question related to international development cooperation of the
state government of Flanders, Belgium. | cannot help but be greatly moved by the
extensive and skillful actions in international development cooperation of the state
government of Flanders. But my question is more administrative in nature. First, |
would like to know more precisely about the methods employed to attain its large
assistance budget. Also, Mr. Dries Willems mentioned policy consistency,
sustainability, visibility, partnerships, selection standards, etc. related to the
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government’s projects. | would like to ask Mr. Dries Willems that asUNESCO takes a
result-based management approach, then what the evaluation methods on each
projects are.

In regards to the Japan Consortium for International Cooperation in Cultural Heritage
(JCIC), | would like to ask why the Consortium has been organized, despite the
existence of the Japan Center for International Cooperation in Conservation at the
National Research Institute for Cultural Properties of Tokyo and the Cultural Heritage
Protection Cooperation Office at the Asia Pacific Cultural Center for UNESCO
(ACCU) in Japan. Specifically, as UNESCO |ICHCAP (Category |l Centre) was
established in the field of intangible heritage, how are the roles of the Consortium
and the two Centers mentioned above divided? | would also like to ask for a candid
opinion on whether the organizations already established actively participate in the
Consortium from a practicality standpoint.

In addition, a few years ago | saw an organization chart of the Consortium while
researching the status of international cooperation in the field of intangible heritage,
and focused on the participation of domestic private enterprises. However, as
mentioned in the presentation, the present organization chart excludes private
enterprises and newly includesSubcommittee for Europe, Africa, and Latin America
and Caribbean. In this sense, | would like to ask Prof. Masahiro Saotome whether
this organization does not include the participation of private enterprises, or if there
are other issues on this matter.

Lastly, | would like to ask Ms. Yeon-soo KIM about the relationship between Korea’'s
international development cooperation strategies on cultural heritage and
international goals such as the UN's MDGs and SDGs. Also, are there any elements
in the strategies that conflict with domestic demand? How can we respond to the
demands and overcome any contrasting elements?

As | end my questions for today, | hope this workshop has been and will be a driving
force in making Korea’'s international development cooperation in cultural heritage
more profound, and | hope for continued consideration and effort.
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An integrated approach to
International development cooperation for cultural heritage

The Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation (the CHF) began conducting international
development cooperation projects in the field of cultural heritage after it launched the
Cultural Partnership Initiative in 2008, financed by the Ministry of Culture and
Tourism.The CHFbegan itsactivities in this field by providing restoration processing
equipment to Sri Lanka in 2009, using funds in trust received from the Cultural
Heritage Administration. When CHF started the 2009 project, its budget was about
150M KRW. Following this first project, in 2010 the CHF became an NGO for
UNESCO intangible heritage, running projects connected with intangible heritage.
More recently, starting with its project for the restoration of the Hong Nang Sida site
in Laos, which began in 2011, the CHF has been implementing projects relatingto
the preservation and management of all kinds of world heritage, and since the
second half of 2015, the CHF has been running preservation and management
projects for world heritage in Cambodia and Bangladesh under an MOU with the
Korea |International Cooperation Agency (KOICA).

Korea does not have a long history of involvement in international development
cooperation in the field of cultural heritage. As a resultthere is as yet no complete
framework of standards for such projects and we are still learning through trial and
error. However, we are making every effort to fix any problems that arise as soon as
possible in order to improve the implementation of these projects.

In this paper | will discuss a number of issues that have arisen during my work at the
CHF on international development cooperation projects related to cultural heritage,
as well as suggestions for ways to resolve these issues. It is my hope that this
discussion will be of use in relation to future international development cooperation in
the field of cultural heritage.

- The Korean {cultural heritage) ODA project

The two most important parties in any ODA project are the donor country and the
recipient country. Among the information that must be gathered in advance of a
project, it is vital that information is collected about the lifestyle, customs and cultural
background of the recipient countries. By way of example, Laos, Cambodia and
Bangladesh are the recipient countries with which the CHF is currently collaborating
actively onits projects. When conducting projects in these countries, it is likely that
CHF would encounter frustrating situations if it insisted on maintaining the same
working style and speed that it would expect to find in Korea. The state of the local
infrastructure and the organizational culture of local stakeholders are often quite
different from those in Korea, and it can take a long time to understand the system
and culture of the recipient countries with which we work. |In this regard, it is
important to devote sufficient time to investigating the local environment in advance,
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including, for example, general culture and everyday life, not just elements directly
related to the project. In this way, we can more accurately estimate the required time
and budget for the whole project.

In addition, we sometimes expect to see results from a project more quickly than the
limited time and budget warrant. Instead, we need to take a long-term approach to
restoration, preservation and protection and ensure that the whole project process is
meticulously investigated. We must remember that cultural heritage is not something
that was built in a day.

- Global networks built on site

In the case of Cambodia, the Apsara National Authority (ANA) manages the general
framework and goals for preservation and restoration of projects conducted at
Angkor Wat. ANA frequently holds meetings and conferences with project participant
countries to ensure thatrestoration projects are managed in an integrated way.
Germany, France, Italy, Japan, China, and India, as well as Korea, attend these
meetings. In particular, two big meetings are held in June and December each year
to check technical elements (in both June and December), and discuss general
goals and plans (in December). The relevant organizations from each country try to
find the best way forward by sharing information and networkingduring these
meeting, leading to improved techniques for preservation and restoration in each
nation.

In the case of Laos, three meetings for coordination of the projects at Wat Phou-
Champasakhave been held at the Wat Phou World Cultural Heritage Office in the
Champasak cultural landscape site, with France taking the key role. The meetings
were organized to strengthen networks and share information between the countries
running preservation and restoration projects at this site. During the meeting held
last February, experts and government officials gathered from Korea, France, India,
Japan, Cambodia and Laos and discussed excavation, restoration, and tourism
projects conducted in 2015.

Holding such networking meetings at the cultural heritage site in question gives the
participants access to information that is not available in their home countries. As a
newcomer in the cultural heritage ODA field, Korea should therefore make active
efforts to take part in these events in order to gain as much information as possible
through these global networks.

- Creating a unified network related to international development cooperation in the
field of cultural heritage

In addition to the projects run by the Cultural Heritage Administration and KOICA, it
is apparent that similar projects relating to international development cooperation in
the field of cultural heritage are being run by many other organizations in Korea.
However, the lack of a network for information exchange means that these different
organizations are not in a position to be of help to each other. If channels were built
to share information and methodologies, it would be possible to reduce errors in
implementation and overlapping projects and toimprove implementation through
benchmarking and sharing best practices. Therefore, an integrated body to share
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information should be established to oversee all projects for international
development cooperation in the field of cultural heritage conducted by Korean
organizations.

- Raising awareness within Korea of international development cooperation projects

The development of ODA activities conducted with the help of the general public is
among the government's three major goals for the ODA project However, even the
expressions "international development cooperation" and "ODA" are not currently
well-understood among the general public. Therefore, to facilitate achievement of the
government's goal, it appears that more programs are needed to make people more
familiar with these concepts.

Among the many specialist fields in which international development cooperation
projects are conducted, the field of cultural heritage would appear to have the
advantage of many points of interest that could be used to attract the general
public's attention. A variety of methods should therefore be developed in order to
promote open and sustained communication with the general public, including
promotion through documentaries, schemes to dispatch young people to overseas
sites, and the use of social media to encourage the participation of young people.

The analyses and suggestions above are not nhew. They have been discussed by
other experts many times in the past. However, while some suggestions have been
adopted as policies, others have not. The year 2016 will see an expansion in Korea
of international development cooperation in the field of cultural heritage, which
should showthe results of work to date, and allow us to see what issues remain at
working level. No doubt many difficultiesstill lie ahead. However, we should look to
overcome such issues by communicating them and discussing them in advance on
occasions like today's discussion. |n particular, Korea must work with the
international community in order to achieve the SDGs by 2030. The implementation
plan for this starts with the nation’s second international development cooperation
plans. At this important moment, | hope that Korea will make every effort to play a
vital role in the international community and that this will lead to results that can
serve as a model for others and to a fruitful 2016 in the field of cultural heritage.
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
