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UNESCO Constitution

Constitution of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization.
Adopted in London on 16 November 1945 and amended by the General Conference at
its 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, 12th, 15th, 17th, 19th, 20th,

21st, 24th, 25th, 26th, 27th, 28th, 29th and 31st sessions.

The Governments of the States Parties to this Constitution on behalf of their
peoples declare:

That since wars begin in the minds of men, it is in the minds of men that the
defences of peace must be constructed;

That ignorance of each other's ways and lives has been a common cause,
throughout the history of mankind, of that suspicion and mistrust between the peoples
of the world through which their differences have all too often broken into war;

That the great and terrible war which has now ended was a war made possible by
the denial of the democratic principles of the dignity, equality and mutual respect of
men, and by the propagation, in their place, through ignorance and prejudice, of the
doctrine of the inequality of men and races;

That the wide diffusion of culture, and the education of humanity for justice and
liberty and peace are indispensable to the dignity of man and constitute a sacred duty
which all the nations must fulfil in a spirit of mutual assistance and concern;

That a peace based exclusively upon the political and economic arrangements of
governments would not be a peace which could secure the unanimous, lasting and
sincere support of the peoples of the world, and that the peace must therefore be
founded, if it is not to fail, upon the intellectual and moral solidarity of mankind.

For these reasons, the States Parties to this Constitution, believing in full and equal
opportunities for education for all, in the unrestricted pursuit of objective truth, and in
the free exchange of ideas and knowledge, are agreed and determined to develop and
to increase the means of communication between their peoples and to employ these
means for the purposes of mutual understanding and a truer and more perfect
knowledge of each other’s lives;

In consequence whereof they do hereby create the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization for the purpose of advancing, through the
educational and scientific and cultural relations of the peoples of the world, the
objectives of international peace and of the common welfare of mankind for which the
United Nations Organization was established and which its Charter proclaims.

ABSTRACT

The intervention gives a brief overview of the cooperation between Nigeria and
UNESCO since independence in 1960. It traces Nigeria's philosophy, its expectations
and experience, which have sustained its cooperation with UNESCO and proposes
suggestions for future effective strategies. In presenting Nigeria's strategic focus for
partnership, support and cooperation, it cites examples of success and impact,
including Nigeria’s financial support to the organization; and the elaboration of a
flagship programme: “Nigeria—UNESCO Special Plan of Cooperation”, as an umbrella for
some successful Funds-in—Trust and other projects in Nigeria. A synergy of what
works for Nigeria and lessons learnt from the precedence, as well as a synthesis of
information and analysis of the present situation and the changing development
environment around UNESCO, provide a foundation for a vision for future strategic
cooperation. The intervention concludes by raising salient questions on possible
directions to take in ensuring UNESCO’s continued effectiveness through Member

States’ reinforced and purposeful involvement.

Mr. Chairman,

Ladies and gentlemen,

First of all, | would like to express my sincere thanks to the Minister of Foreign
Affairs and the Government of the Republic of Korea for their invitation and hospitality.
| fully appreciate this opportunity to exchange views on the present and future of
UNESCO - an Organization, which all of us are so much attached to and whose
values all of us share. | commend the authorities of the Republic of Korea for this
initiative, which is all the more timely because the need for strategic transformation of
UNESCO s literally knocking on its doors.

We appreciate the efforts of the Director-General, Mme. Azoulay, with regard to the
UNESCO reform. Yet it is true that we are now at the very beginning of this process.
So far, we were discussing how to improve its management, but we are still far away
from defining what UNESCO should be in the XXI century. And it is up to the
Member States, not the Secretariat, to start the most serious discussion on that issue.
In my view, this is the primary goal of today’'s meeting.

If | were to formulate in the most concise way our vision of the future of our
Organization, | would say this: we need to find a way to combine the original mandate
of UNESCO with the most effective responses to modern challenges.

Let me explain this formula more in detail.

Of course, UNESCO was created in a different kind of world, little to do with the
present one, much more complex and globalized. Though the bipolar and unipolar
models of international systems are largely over, a new polycentric and multipolar
system has not yet shaped completely and needs a new set of rules of the game.
The transition is still going on and turns out a very painful and dramatic process. We

witness signs of shrinking space for constructive international cooperation, escalating



confrontation, rise in general unpredictability and risk of spontaneous conflicts.

Under these circumstances, the international community needs more than ever an
organization such as UNESCO, which has traditionally been a place of equal dialogue,
asserting the priority of multilateral approaches to the modern global challenges.

Is the UNESCO mandate worn out and obsolete? Definitely not. The father—founders
of our Organization as well as those of the United Nations were farsighted enough to
look beyond the horizon and formulate the universal mandate, which run ahead of
time. Nothing could be more actual these days than the key idea of UNESCO
Constitution which says that the ideas of peace should be strengthened in the minds
of men and women through the cooperation among nations in the fields of education,
science, culture and communications.

For UNESCO there is no other way than to stick to this original mandate. But how
to adapt it to modern realities? This is the biggest question that we have to answer.

Russia has a long experience of cooperating with UNESCO. We have a lot of friends
and partners of UNESCO all over our country. The high values of this Organization are
very precious for all of them.

At the same time, we are concerned about the creeping dispersal of UNESCO
activities. It happens that the less resources UNESCO has, the wider becomes the
range of its activities. We believe that the Organization should mainly concentrate on
the domains where it could better show its unigueness and not overlap the activities
of other international bodies.

Therefore, one of the main goals of UNESCO reform, in our view, should be the
streamlining of UNESCO activities in order to focus on a selected number of priorities,
namely those where this Organization could show its unique expertise and not repeat
others’ experience, sometimes supported with more generous financial resources.

Among these priorities, a special place is assigned to education. It is in our common
interests to focus efforts on such major areas as literacy, pre—school and inclusive
education and vocational technical training. We highly appreciate the practical deeds of
the Organization aimed at creation of a powerful teaching potential in Africa, paying
special attention to the promotion of the North—South—-South partnership. It is exactly
what UNESCO should focus on.

As well, we could expect a real tangible return from UNESCO comparative
advantages in such spheres as protection and restoration of World Heritage, promotion
of scientific research, working out basic principles of human communication and
information exchanges. The utilization of the Organization’s expertise on these issues

would lead to remarkable win-win situations for all interested parties, including
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UNESCO itself, donors and recipient countries.

Besides concentration on the activities, where UNESCO could show some added
value, with regards of other international structures, there is a problem of visibility.
We are concerned that many countries of the world have no presence of UNESCO on
their soil. So let us think at least about small but visible projects, especially in Africa
and small islands, which could show the effectiveness of UNESCO combined with
financial assistance of different world’'s donors.

Another problem, which should be dealt with, is the corrosive politization of
UNESCO. It is obvious that the Organization was not tailored to deal with political
problems. However, we see that UNESCO is utilized to bring political issues, which
could not be solved there. We need a political will to keep these problems out of our
Organization. Otherwise, we are risking to eat out the very sense of its mandate.

At the same time, UNESCO should strictly preserve its status as a member—states
driven international entity. This principle is especially crucial nowadays, at the stage of
launching the strategic transformation process. UNESCO in no way should repeat two
worst patterns: the first one — when administrative bodies try to dictate their
understanding and preferences. The second one - when attempts are made to
“privatize” secretarial structures of international organizations by certain groups of
Member States and grant them the rights of intergovernmental bodies so that they
can be manipulated.

UNESCO’s General Conference and Executive Board play the major decision—taking
role in determining strategic directions of the Organization's development. Their
prerogatives must be fully observed. They should be the center stages where
representatives of sovereign governments decide the fate of their interaction including
the issue of UNESCO’s evolution. Of course, saying this, we assume that the
governments approach our common cause in a highly responsible manner being guided
by interests of getting maximal mutual benefits.

For building-up UNESCO'’s capacity a lot has to be done with regards to mobilization
of extra—budgetary resources, modernization of its field network, the strengthening of
transparency and accountability of the Organization’s operational activity.

In conclusion, I'd like to stress once again that we need UNESCO - the organization
where a culture of consensus reigns, there is no ideological monopoly or domination
of any group of countries. It is fully in our power to provide all the necessary
conditions to keep our Organization in the mainstream of global affairs as a leading
force in the domains of its unigue mandate.

In three days, on November 16, UNESCO's Constitution will commemorate its 73rd
anniversary. Since the creation of UNESCO in 1945, the organization has produced an
outstanding record of achievements in the fulfilment of its mission of building peace in
the minds of men through international cooperation in education, sciences, culture,

communication and information.

UNESCO’s performance was remarkable for the design of a humanism based on
universal values. Many accomplishments of moral solidarity towards human dignity that

are today taken for granted would not have been possible without UNESCO'’s work.
It is thanks to UNESCO that primary education was made compulsory and universal.

It was only at UNESCO that scientific and anthropologic studies could be carried out
to prove that theories of racial superiority are scientifically unproven and morally
unacceptable. This launched the basis for the engagement of the international

community in the combat of all forms of discrimination.

Only UNESCO could have undertaken the Nubia Campaign to rescue the Abu Simbel
complex in order to avoid its flooding by the Aswan Dam in Egypt. This endeavor
inspired UNESCO to launch the 1972 Convention for the Protection of World Heritage,

which is a landmark for the preservation of sites of universal value.

Only UNESCO could coordinate the elaboration of the collection on General History
of Africa, writing African history for the first time with the incorporation of perceptions
beyond those of the colonizer countries. Likewise, UNESCO'’s role was essential for
the elaboration of the compendium on the History of Humanity - Scientific and

Cultural Development, an outstanding contribution to the universal history of the



human mind encompassing a multiplicity of points of view, memories and opinions

found in the various cultures of the world.

These are only a few examples of UNESCO “s relevance for the international
community. But there are many more notable achievements, such as the pioneer role
of this organization in the promotion of the peaceful use of atomic energy; the
relevance of the work of the International Oceanographic Commission and the
International Hydrological Program. Others include the defense of freedom of
expression; the strong promotion of gender equality; and the elaboration of ethical
principles and standards aiming at assuring that solidarity, equity and justice are

indispensable pillars of human dignity.

The concept of soft-power was only coined in the 80 s by Joseph Nye, but
UNESCO’s work was certainly on the forefront of the projection of influence based on

universal values.

However relevant UNESCO'’s legacy is, the Organization arrives at second decade of
the 21st century weakened. Among the causes of this situation, the extreme
politicization of the Organization played a central role. Too much time and energy has
been dedicated to political issues that transcend UNESCO’s mandate and will never be
solved in its scope. A dramatic consequence of this politicization was the division,

polarization and the financial asphyxiation of UNESCO, hindering its capacity of action.

Against this background, we face today serious tendencies towards isolationism,
unilateralism and intolerance. It is at times like this that UNESCO’s role is more
relevant than ever. UNESCO has an essential task in shaping the face of the new
humanism of the 21st century. Therefore, UNESCO needs to be revitalized as a
laboratory of ideas and to reinforce its operational capacity in order to deliver more
efficient and effective programs for the accomplishment of the 2030 Agenda, in which
UNESCO has primary responsibility for some of its vital objectives. We are confident
that these challenges cannot be faced by the Organization alone. Member states
willingness to revive UNESCO is essential. International cooperation is needed today
more than ever. For Brazil, reinforcing UNESCO is defending the strengthening of

multilateralism and the upholding of international law.

Brazil is a founding member of UNESCO and was among the first 20 countries

to ratify its constitution. Brazil has never left this Organization and we are proud to
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have contributed to UNESCO’s work in the promotion of international cooperation in
the fields of education, sciences, culture, communication and information all along its
73 years of existence. Since 2011, Brazil has been the 6th largest contributor to
UNESCO’s regular budget and the Brasilia field office is the biggest unit of the
Organization outside of headquarters, generating around seven million dollars annually

in overhead for Headquarters in addition to regular contributions.

For Brazil, the mission of UNESCO today is complex. The organization has to
face pending problems of the 20th century, such as illiteracy, while simultaneously
coping with the agenda of the new humanism of the 21st century, which includes
new challenges such as those posed by Artificial Intelligence. To face these
circumstances, UNESCO needs to address its financial situation, depoliticize its agenda,
reaffirm its intellectual leadership and redefine priorities to restore its performance

capacity in the field.

The beginning of mandate of a new Director-General provides us with an
exceptional momentum to promote the reforms UNESCO urgently needs. Madam
Audreay Azoulay was bold and generous when presenting a proposal for the Strategic
Transformation of UNESCO, already in the first months of her administration. She can

count on the support of Brazil to her vision and to her efforts.

UNESCO " s Strategic Transformation is timely and keeps synergies with the broader
United Nations Reform under way, aiming at strengthening the collaborative work of
UN system as a whole, building on the strengths of each entity. In this regard,
UNESCO should seek to avoid overlapping or repetition of actions, while taking into
consideration the necessary transversal nature of its functions inside the 2030 Agenda
and in its relations with other agencies. It is also important for UNESCO to seek to
align skills and actions with national priorities even when implementing ear—marked

programs.

To address the Organization " s financial difficulties, it is the responsibility of
member states to keep their contributions to the regular budget updated. However,
given the growing demands posed to UNESCO, maybe only regular contributions will
not be enough. Member states should open themselves to South-South and trilateral
cooperation involving UNESCO in the areas of its mandate, as well as to stimulate
new partnerships with non—governmental organizations and private partners for the
implementation of programs. Recalling the United Nations Secretary General December

2017 Report on UN Reform, National Governments, parliaments, civil society



institutions, businesses and philanthropic organizations, the scientific and research
community, academia and other stakeholders all have a part to play in implementing
the 2030 Agenda.

In line with this perception, UNESCO organized last September its first Partners”
Forum — Structured Financing Dialogue. The Brazilian Minister of Education was pleased
to participate in this event, on which occasion he presented our national examples of
best practices involving government and the private sector. The biggest Brazilian
television network also presented the fund raising campaign it promotes every year for
the implementation of projects by NGOs in the areas of UNESCO mandate. UNESCO'’s
Brasilia National Office is in charge of selecting and supervising the projects,
generating additional overhead resources for UNESCO, while implementing important
programs in the scope of UNESCO s agenda. We are currently studying new
possibilities of working with UNESCO in South-South cooperation in the area illiteracy
in  Portuguese—speaking African countries, by using our domestic experience and
education material in this area. We hope that these initiatives can inspire other
countries in the effort to reinforce and revitalize UNESCO. In this regard, the vast
network of UNESCO “s Creative Cities could be stimulated to make more concrete

contributions to sustainable development projects in the cultural sector and beyond.

In conclusion, UNESCO is as important in the 21st century as it was in the past
decades to address the urgent and complex gquestions we faced on the ashes of the
Second World War. It needs today, however, to reaffirm is intellectual role as a
laboratory of ideas and at the same time strengthen its delivery capacity on the field.
In this context, we all have high expectations on results of the Reflection Group
proposed by the Director-General and look forward to new horizons for the

Organization.

UNESCO also needs to concentrate its time and efforts in the areas of its mandate,
avoiding allocating energies to issues beyond its responsibilities. [t needs to elect
priorities, avoid duplications with other UN agencies and to reinforce its authority on
issues within its fields of action. It needs to ensure the necessary resources,
including through partnerships, for the implementation of programs having the 2030

Development Agenda as its priority road map.

@ UN is both the only intergovernmental organization with a global scope, and the highest
body for shaping global governance.

- In particular, the institutions that can enhance international cooperation and the tendency
of countries to prioritize their absolute gains are thought to enable cooperation in different
fields, buttressing the functioning of various UN bodies and agencies.
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Role of UN and Other I1GOs, and Expectations

@ Increased role for UN and its agencies following the post-
Cold War spread of poverty, economic inequality, mass
migration, organized terror, environmental degradation, and
other new threats

® Consequently, UN came to address the widest scope of
global affairs as its agenda.

® At the same time, it maintains a decentralized system of
commissions and programs to discuss global issues and
governance.

Achievements and Limits of UN

® In areas such as peacekeeping, UN has accomplished much to secure
global peace, sustainable development, and human rights, especially
during the first decade after the end of the Cold War.

® Nevertheless, UN has not been able to overcome the limits of the
international order having sovereign nations as the main actors, despite
the organization' s monopolistic legitimacy. It now faces multiple
challenges with regards to its readiness, effectiveness, and appropriateness
in responding to major global issues.

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Global Governance and UN

@ Rise of global governance has been a useful conceptual tool for the reform of
international organizations,

- According to the report by the Commission on Global Governance, the end of the Cold
War has significantly strengthened the standing of international organizations;

- Emphasizes the increase in the relevance of of global governance, owing to the growth
of global civil society

- Institutional space has been created for NGOs fo parficipate in infernational affairs

- According fo Groom and Powell, global governance ultimately encompasses the
awareness on and management of everything that takes place in the world, including
ecological issues, human rights, development, refugees, drugs, and diseases.

Global Governance and UN

@ Why is the concept of global governance more popular
today?

- UN Commission on Global Governance established in mid-1990s

- Launch of journal Global Governance, creation of research
centers on global governance around the world

- At least in international politics, the term and concept of global
governance gained considerable ground

- This phenomenon affected government policies, leading to global
governance becoming a key concept in making policy decisions.

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Global Environment/Development Governance

@ Global environmental issues, the largest threat of the century, have become such a
difficult issue that they are now categorized as a new type of security, such as global
security or common securify.

@ Interest in the environment is pertinent to sustainable development, which seeks fo find a
balance between limited resources and unlimited human desire for development.

® Global governance in environment and development issues involves relatively active
parficipation by nonstate actors such as the G20, multinational corporations, and the global
civil society, compared to other fields.

@ At the Millennium Forum, representatives of more than 1,000 NGOs from about 100
countries came together to contribute to the adoption of MDGs.

@ However, effective coordination of representation, fransparency, and accountability of
NGOs is another challenge that the UN system has to address.

Conclusion

@ With the international order becoming more competitive and tumultuous,
the strengthening of global governance, institutional reforms, and continued
investment and interest are very difficult.

® However, seeking the international institution that can revitalize the
weakening international cooperation and improved global governance are
therefore more important than ever.

® Both states and nonstate actors must work harder together to reinforce
global governance as a cooperation mechanism.

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1. Introduction

Duality of UNESCO

2. The Republic of Korea's vision for UNESCO in the 21st century:
ROK government and Korean National Commission for UNESCO (KNCU)

Permanent Delegation to UNESCO:
Pursuit of national interests in line with its function as a governmental organ

"The Ministry of Foreign Affairs has actively participated in UNESCO activities,
various intergovernmental committees and the General Conference. We have
also engaged in active cultural diplomacy to represent the Republic of Korea's
position. In addition, by promoting the inscription of Korean heritage with
outstanding universal value on the UNESCO World Heritage List we are also
striving to promote our cultural heritage to the world as heritage that deserves
to be preserved as the common heritage of all humanity.”

KNCU, working at the heart of civil society: focus on values

In 2014, in celebration of the 60th anniversary of its establishment, KNCU
declared its new vision: "Building Peace with the People of Korea and Achieving
the Dreams of the Global Village through Education,” and three main activities
to achieve it: i) to support education in less-developed countries, ii) to foster
global citizenship among the younger generation, and iii) to contribute to peace
on the Korean Peninsula and in East Asia.

SOGANG UNIVERSITY
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“In the late 20th century, at a time when the spectacular
development of the cultural industry led to confrontation between
cultural  Liberalism and cultural protectionism, UNESCO
emphasized the power of culture to lead global development
through the construction of a culture of peace in the minds of
men, based on its founding philosophy of ‘world peace and
development!’

Since its establishment, UNESCO has been a leading organization
for the protection and development of the cultures of each people
and each nation, and the Republic of Korea is one of the UNESCO
Member States making most effective use of UNESCO's culture
sector programmes" (KNCU, 2015 , pp114-5). This was KNCU'’s
evaluation of how UNESCO has established the enormous value of

promoting a culture of peace.

Among the wvarious examples of specific programmes
implemented to realize UNESCO's values, KNCU mentioned that
“since the Republic of Korea has gained strong comparative
advantage in the IT sector, the Korean National Commission for
UNESCO has been rolling out joint projects with developing
countries in the field of IT and communications since the mid-
2000s", as an example of projects that distinguish the ROK (2015,
117). Describing the major achievements of such programmes,
KNCU said that, as a result, "UNESCO has established the
International Commission for the Study of Communication
Problems in response to the new international information order
movement and initiated the Information Society for All project.”
(KNCU 2015, p 118).

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3. The history of the Republic of Korea's
contributions to UNESCO

1) What UNESCO has contributed to the Republic of Korea

There are four main ways in which UNESCO has influenced the ROK.

First, direct financial support;

e.g. for a textbook printing factory and UNESCO coupon system

Second, KNCU's role as an active mediator between UNESCO and Korean government,
sharing UNESCO's vision (and programmes) with the ROK and facilitating the active
embrace and dissemination of this vision within the ROK

Third, the role of the government:

-aligning domestic legislation with UNESCO's vision

-expansion of related activities within the ROK

Last, the enhancement of the ROK's national image through various UNESCO projects
(such as World Heritage designations).

- Regular contribution: $6.3 million

budget

- Contribution for the Convention for the Safeguarding of
the Intangible Cultural Heritage: 1% of the regular
budget

- Operation of the Korea-UNESCO Fellowship Program and
contribution of US$50,000 for the holding of an
Extraordinary General Assembly of the World Heritage
Convention.

The (Korean language) website of the Ambassador of the ROK's
Permanent Delegation to UNESCO summarizes the ROK's UNESCO
activities as follows:

In the education sector, the Korean government plays a leading role in
promoting Global Citizenship Education (GCED) and 'SDG4-Education
2030' in international cooperation efforts, and supports education in
Africa through a large funds-in-trust project. The ROK's efforts have
resulted in the UNESCO designation of 13 World Heritage sites, 19
items of Intangible Cultural Heritage, 16 items of Documentary
Heritage, 6 Biosphere Reserves, 2 Global Geoparks, and 8 Creative
Cities in South Korea. We are also enhancing the status and visibility of
our country through the successful operation of 5 Category 2 Centers,
and the establishment and award of the UNESCO King Sejong Literacy
Prize and the UNESCO/Jikji Memory of the World Prize

This year, we launched a project to support water management
capacity in developing countries that are vulnerable to climate change,
and established a Category 2 Center for Documentary Heritage, which
was approved by the 39th UNESCO General Conference last year.

- An impaortant point to note here is the involvement in the process
of creating key international norms in the fields of UNESCO's capacity.

4. What did the US and UK lose after withdrawal
from UNESCO?

Shelton Gunaratne, 1994 “U.S. and U.K. Re-entry into UNESCO (October 19957: A
Reportorial Description and a Theoretical Analysis”
= Bennet Report: Movement with civil society for a return to UNESCO

-Considering that many reforms have been made, even if insufficient...

-UNESCO provides a constitutional mandate, global infrastructures and networks to
promate various political and social values that are very important to the United
States,

-A return to UNESCO would help the US national interest because it gives US public /
private sector experts access to global networks and infrastructures

-Also, while the United States has obtained the obvious benefit of saving about $400
million in contributions since 1985, it has also experienced damage to its national
interests as a result of not being a member state of UNESCO. A return to UNESCO
would mean the ability to achieve national interests through increased participation
in US priority programs.

-In other words, separate from the issue of the extent of reform within UNESCO, the
report made clear a number of aspects of the national interest that the United States
should pursue via UNESCO.

Key forum in science and technology diplomacy for the production and
dissemination of authoritative scientific knowledge on climate change
Established jointly by WMO and UNEP in 1988 to respond to climate

Composed of 195 Member States, it has been publishing scientific reports
on climate change every 5-7 years since its first publication in 1990.

- In its reports, IPCC provides scientific data on the trends and causes of
climate change, their ecological and socioeconomic impact, and
appropriate responses (reduction, adaptation).

- The data can be used as the basis for intergovernmental negotiations
under UNFCCC, and for national policies on climate change.

» To protect against risks from new technology vis-a-vis human integrity, UNESCO
adopted the Universal Declaration on the Human Genome and Human Rights
(1997) and the International Declaration on Human Genetic Data (2003). Since
2002, UNESCO has coordinated global efforts on bioethics through the
International Bioethics Committee, and adopted the 1997 Declaration unanimously | =
at its 33 General Conference. In this declaration, UNESCO maintains that human
dignity must prevail when new technology threatens humanity, and that
discrimination and stigmatization should be prohibited to respect individual
uniqueness and responsibility.

= Via this declaration, UNESCO has provided core principles and a basic framework
to guide countries in introducing legislation and policies in the field of bioethics.

= Other risks from the 4'h Industrial Revolution—including invasion of privacy, robots,
and replacement of humans by artificial intelligence—must also become key issues
for UNESCO. Relevant discussions are taking place sporadically, but UNESCO, as an
internationally responsible and authoritative organization for science, must once
again lead efforts to raise awareness of the risks that the 4t Industrial Revolution | ...
poses to human dignity. It must also require that scientists, who play a critical role
in developing and disseminating new technology, do so more responsibly.

= Strengthening of ODA in Science and Technology

« To contribute to the international community through development cooperation, the Korean
National Commission for UNESCO has actively participated in the expansion of ODA through
programmes such as the Bridge Africa Programme and the Sejong Project.

= So far, STI has been largely neglected in ODA programmes, as poverty, famine, diseases, and
malnutrition made food and health the priorities. However, continued aid in terms of food and
medicine and economic support has not dramatically improved the conditions in developing
countries. Recently, this has led to an increase in interest in science and technology ODA.

» ODA in science and technology prioritizes building the capacity of developing countries to
secure and enhance the initial drive for industrialization and economic development. This is
because infrastructure such as hospitals, schools, roads, and bridges are not sufficient if the
country does not have the know-how to manage and develop them further. It is increasingly |
acknowledged that, alongside assistance to address poverty and medical issues, it is vital in
the long-run to transfer and build capacities in scientific knowledge that enable developing
countries to address issues on their own.

* UNESCO has previously prioritized ODA programmes in education and culture. It is suggested
that capacity building in science and technology should be integrated with UNESCO'’s ODA to
further promote scientific education and the culture of science, and to nurture capacities for
innovation in developing countries.

Cooperation Between the Two Koreas and S&T Diplomacy

Recently, integration with public diplomacy is a particular feature of S&T diplomacy. S&T
diplomacy has been promoted as a form of public diplomacy that emphasizes the significance
of identity and norms, and the pursuit of soft power based on communication, persuasion, and
sharing.

Scientific technology is universal and rational, with a common basis that transcends differences
in systems. Scientific cooperation between the two Koreas will provide an opportunity for them
to build mutual trust, share experiences to solve problems, and expand the basis for mutual
understanding.

Joint research on the volcanoes at Mount Baekdu

Since the early 2000s, civil organizations in the US, together with UK and North Korean
researchers, have formed an international research team to install six seismometers to monitor
underground movements that foreshadow volcanic eruptions. While it may not be easy for
UNESCO to implement inter-Korean science programmes on its own, UNESCO could support
and participate in the existing programmes. This would not only enhance UNESCO's standing
as the highest authoritative international organization in science, but also increase the
significance of the existing projects and enable sustainable success.

In particular, issues in the field of science and technology, such as the volcanoes on Mount
Baekdu, water quality improvement, disease control, natural disasters, and ecosystems, are
relatively urgent while also being less sensitive politically. Such characteristics will allow
UNESCO to support these programmes more easily. UNESCO should join the efforts in various
inter-Korean scientific cooperation programmes to conduct S&T diplomacy which could create
the basis for peace and unification.
