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Constitution of the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization

The Governments of the States Parties to this Constitution on behalf of their peoples declare:

That since wars begin in the minds of men, it is in the minds of men that the defences of peace
must be constructed;

That ignorance of each other's ways and lives has been a common cause, throughout the
history of mankind, of that suspicion and mistrust between the peoples of the world through
which their differences have all too often broken into war;

That the great and terrible war which has now ended was a war made possible by the denial
of the democratic principles of the dignity, equality and mutual respect of men, and by the
propagation, in their place, through ignorance and prejudice, of the doctrine of the inequality
of men and races;

That the wide diffusion of culture, and the education of humanity for justice and liberty and
peace are indispensable to the dignity of man and constitute a sacred duty which all the
nations must fulfil in a spirit of mutual assistance and concern;

That a peace based exclusively upon the political and economic arrangements of governments
would not be a peace which could secure the unanimous, lasting and sincere support of the
peoples of the world, and that the peace must therefore be founded, if it is not to fail, upon the
intellectual and moral solidarity of mankind.

For these reasons, the States Parties to this Constitution, believing in full and equal opportunities
for education for all, in the unrestricted pursuit of objective truth, and in the free exchange of
ideas and knowledge, are agreed and determined to develop and to increase the means of
communication between their peoples and to employ these means for the purposes of mutual
understanding and a truer and more perfect knowledge of each other’s lives;

In consequence whereof they do hereby create the United Nations Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organization for the purpose of advancing, through the educational and scientific and
cultural relations of the peoples of the world, the objectives of international peace and of the
common welfare of mankind for which the United Nations Organization was established and
which its Charter proclaims.

The Value of, and Way Forward for, Non—-formal Education as Lifelong Education for Underprivileged Groups
Dr. Dae Joong Kang / President of the National Institute for Lifelong Education and Chair of the Subcommittee for Education at KNCU

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- The discussion on whether schooling contributed to equality was originally limited to formal education, but the
conceptualization of non-formal education started to gain ground around the 1970s.

- The importance of non-formal education has been growing particularly in the COVID-19 situation. Formal education
aced huge challenges such as schools closing, and increasing numbers of children starving and suffering child
abuse. After the transition to online classes, students in developing countries as well as advanced countries lost
contact, particularly low-income class students.

- Cases such as the village learning circles project in India, a children’s welfare center in Nowon-gu, Seoul, and
the community hub initiative in San Francisco show how non-formal education can play a role when schools are
not able to fulfill their role. It is neither possible nor desirable to fulfill all the roles of education through formal
education itself. This is even more true in pandemic time.

- Also, formal education can embrace non-formal education; for instance, innovative education in South Korea
has its roots in non-formal education such as alternative schools.

- One of the characteristics of non—formal education is flexibility, which makes it able to respond quickly to social changes.

- Itis time for South Korea, particularly, to pay more attention to non-formal lifelong education given the country’s
low birth rate and aging population. In this regard, there are already systems to provide support for learning
expenses (lifelong education vouchers) and recognition of learning results (the learning credit bank system and
lifelong learning account system).

- Non-formal lifelong education connects the past, present, and future of the learner’s world, as well as the the
outer world, and the learner’s inner world, and further reflects the role of education as a ladder. | would therefore
like to end by re-emphasizing the importance of non-formal education and support for the role of practitioners
in the field.

Presentation 1 Lifelong Learning through Adult Literacy and Basic Education
Prof. Minsun Shin / Seoul Women’s University

- would like to talk about the literacy education in developing countries from the perspective of lifelong education.
Although there are international goals, such as the SDGs, for education, the budget for implementing them is
still not sufficient. In order to achieve these goals, there is a long way to go, with countries such as Mexico and
Peru having more than half of the population below the minimum literacy level.

- In the case of the Republic of Korea, which has shown great interest in education and achieved economic growth
through it, literacy education is provided through the academic recognition system, and the literacy rate appears
to be quite high, however, the actual literacy rate is low. | would like to discuss this gap from the perspective of
lifelong learning.

- In an aging Korean society, the high poverty rate of the elderly is conspicuous, and lifelong learning does not lead
to the right to happiness or the right to learn. We need to pay attention to the unfair income ratio and low happiness
index behind South Korea’s economic growth, and question the growthism we have been following. Furthermore, we
need to be on the lookout for this competitive education being reproduced in developing countries.
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- Rather than unilateral teaching, learners’ self-directed learning is important, and in the same way, efforts in
lifelong learning should also be directed towards self-directed learning. It is also worth paying attention to the
awareness of learners, which can be seen in cases such as the elderly learners in Chilgok-gun, South Korea who
incorporated aspects of their lives into song lyrics, and the Regenerated Freirean Literacy through Empowering
Community (‘ReFLECT’) programme involving rural women in Burkina Faso.

- Finally, it is necessary to consider an educational strategy for developing countries that emphasizes the
principles of bilaterality that considers the level of each partner, and leaves the role of each party to that party.

Presentation 2 The Roles and Challenges of Non-Formal Education in the Context of Special Education
amid COVID-19

Prof. Kyungsook Kang
Professor in the Department of Secondary Special Education, Wonkwang University and Vice Chair of the Subcommittee
for Education at the Korean National Commission for UNESCO

- In the era of COVID-19, disabled students have had difficulties participating in online learing, and the educational
gap has widened worldwide. In this situation, the digital transformation has emerged as a powerful countermeasure
to resolve educational inequality. If we look at the current situation, there have been efforts such as visit
teaching, teaching materials and equipment support in distance education. However, it is difficult to make these
effective without the help of parents, or if the students lack the ability to pay sufficient attention for self study,
or where there are limitations in computer access.

- Accordingly, further efforts are required, such as fostering student autonomy, establishing an online classroom
environment and developing learning content for it, introducing information technology, and providing activity
assistants.

- In addition, with respect to the Bridge Programme, perhaps a project may be considered for education for the
disabled in Laos where accidents due to unexploded bombs are frequent, or to achieve digital transformation
beyond CLC education.

Presentation 3 The Role of Non—-Formal Education and Innovations for Out-of-School Children and Youth
in the Context of the COVID-19 Pandemic

Ms. Sowirin Chuanprapun
Project Officer for Non-Formal Education and Literacy, Section for Educational Innovation and Skills Development,
UNESCO Bangkok Asia and Pacific Regional Bureau for Education

- In ASEAN countries, out-of-school children and adolescents face educational barriers. At the same time,
this causes economic loss that has a significant impact on national GDP. In order to educate out-of-school
children, each country is making efforts, such as the adoption of ‘the ASEAN Declaration on Strengthening
Education for Out-of-School Children and Youth’ in Laos in 2016. Due to COVID-19, the number of out-of-
school children and adolescents has increased significantly, and the importance of non-formal education and
flexible learning is further emphasized

-l would like to introduce the Learning Coin initiative in Thailand as an example of educational innovation for out-
of-school children at the UNESCO Bangkok office. Under the Learning Coin Initiative learners use an application
called ‘LearnBig’ to read multilingual books and keep a record of their reading, and these reading activities are
converted into scholarships and provided to families. Through this program, it was possible to encourage out-
of-school and underprivileged children to read and support their household income, and it was observed that
learners’ reading ability and academic achievement improved. The digital literacy and skills of those involved,
including teachers and learners, volunteers and parents, have also improved. This is also the result of effective
monitoring and partnerships.

- Based on this, it is necessary to pay attention to vulnerable youths and non-formal education, to improve digital literacy,
to provide flexible learning programs, and to strengthen partnerships and cooperation among stakeholders.

Presentation 4 The Bridge Programme in Malawi from the Perspective of Adult Literacy and Special Education
Mr. David Mulera / Acting Deputy Executive Secretary, Malawi National Commission for UNESCO

- Malawi is a low-income country with a high poverty rate. The high population growth rate exerts pressure on
education resources as this translates into increased growth in enrolments at all levels of education in Malawi.
The Bridge Malawi Progarmme, which began in 2010, aims to support the development of an integrated non-
formal education system in Malawi towards attainment of SDG 4.

- Problems with Malawi’s public education system include many learners not being able to access early childhood
developmental education, and a high school dropout rate, which results in illiterate people having to make a
living by small-scale farming or low wage jobs.

- Accordingly, the Bridge Malawi Programme operates classrooms for infants as an educational activity in the
development of infants and toddlers, and provides lunch and capacity development workshops for childcare
teachers. In addition, there are after school activities for elementary school students, adult literacy education,
and adult education activities. For these, the cooperation takes place at the national, regional, and community
levels. Besides, there are efforts to support the underprivileged and decrease the gap between the privileged
and the non-privileged through special education and so on.
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Mr. David Mulera of Malawi National Commission for UNESCO presented about the Bridge Programme in Malawi

\_,_J Since the COVID-19 pandemic situation started, various African and developing countries have reported
higher numbers of teenagers’ pregnancies due to school closures and so on. In Malawi and Thailand, what
kind of policy do you have to empower young mothers to accomplish their education?

—> A1, Mr. David Mulera, Malawi National Commission for UNESCO
Malawi has also had a high number of teenage girls’ pregnancies during the pandemic, with many young girls
at risk as a result of school closures. Malawi has several programmes to address this, to raise awareness on
this issue with the government, local communities and teachers. Also, we are trying to start public education
again to protect these teenage girls.

A2. Ms. Sowirin Chuanprapun, UNESCO Bangkok Office

UNESCO Bangkok Office provides several programmes to support young mothers to complete their education,
not only for teenage mothers but also for underprivileged groups through non-formal education. It is important
to strengthen the linkage to employment because for girls who stopped their learning because of pregnancy
strong opportunities for employment would be a motivation to continue their education through non-formal
education.

A3. Ms. Shaheen Attig-Ur-Rahman, Bunyad Literacy Community Council

Bunyad in Pakistan established Youth Information Centers (YICs) in rural areas to address these issues. The
main objective of these YICs is to improve education, and reduce early marriages and early pregnancies. Under
this intervention Bunyad organized adolescents into youth groups and aimed to enable them to have increased
access to and use of information, enhanced confidence, avenues to form and express their opinions, parental
and community support, as well as institutional and administrative structures and services that strengthen the
protective environment around them.

Question from Malawi to all panelists: financing is a big issue in relation to adult literacy and lifelong
programmes. In Malawi the adult literacy budget is around 0.09% of the education budget. What innovative
financing strategies and solutions can Malawi learn from Korea and other UNESCO member states to increase
domestic financing for adult literacy and lifelong learning, and achieve SDG4 by 20307

A1. Ms. Sowirin Chuanprapun, UNESCO Bangkok Office

It is crucial that the governments develop comprehensive and robust policies that promote literacy and lifelong
learning, and define concrete, gender-responsive budget plans that should be allocated equitably and target
the most disadvantaged populations. For example, the Ministry of Education in South Korea develops an annual
Basic Support Plan for Adult Literacy Education. Based on this Plan, the National Center for Literacy Education at
the National Institute for Lifelong Education establishes an Implementation Plan for the Basic Support Plan for
Adult Literacy Education and manages various programmes connected to it, including provision of operational
funding to support literacy education programmes, and special programmes based on learners’ needs.

A2. Ms. Gil Andrea, Ministry of Education of Uruguay

In Uruguay, the General Education Law establishes non-formal education within the framework of a culture of
lifelong learning and includes all activities, media and areas that take place outside of formal education and are
aimed at people of any age. The non-formal sphere has been organized to satisfy certain educational objectives
of social life such as job training, community promotion, sociocultural animation, and artistic, technological,
recreational and sports education, among others. The Ministry of Education and Culture and the National Public
Education Administration have specific areas and programs for non-formal education (including the Permanent
Learning Programme called PAS) and Education for youth and adults, for which Uruguay has a specific
public policy that is financed with resources from the national budget and, in some cases, with international
cooperation projects that strengthen national initiatives.

A3. Mr. David Mulera, Malawi National Commission for UNESCO

This is a very important question as far as the experience of education provision and delivery in Malawi is
concerned. Overall, the Education sector has since 2010 received a lion’s share of budgetary allocation
averaging over 20% of total government recurrent expenditure. However, despite the education sector receiving
the largest allocation, the total amount spent on education, both recurrent and development, is not sufficient
to adequately and effectively address the challenges of the education sector. There is a need for Malawi to
improve its resource mobilisation by, among other things, diversifying its economy to generate more income to
effectively finance the education sector.

In the short term, Malawi needs to address a number of issues including : 1) better tax administration (i.e.,
enhanced collection and allocation to essential services like education), 2) enhanced tax justice system (i.e.,
ensuring that the poor are protected and reducing harmful tax holidays granted to some big companies), 3)
reducing illicit financial flows within the country and to other countries through malpractices like corruption,
theft, fraud, tax evasion, dubious contracts, trade mispricing, smuggling of goods; and 4) promoting an
improved business model from the largely informal small-scale enterprises which characterise Malawi’s
mode of doing business to medium and large-scale formal types of enterprises. Above all, there is a need for
increased transparency and accountability.

\_l_J My second question, for Mr. David Mulera, is on digital and solar energy solutions to assist with online and remote
learning especially within the context of COVID-19. For Malawi, what kind of capacity challenges do we need to
address to embrace these solutions? What needs to be done to promote increased access for remote learning for
adult literacy and lifelong learning?

—> A1. Mr. David Mulera, Malawi National Commission for UNESCO

- Digital and solar energy solutions offer great potential to assist with online and remote learning in the COVID-19
era. The Ministry of Education initiated a number of interventions in an effort to allow learning to continue during
school closures such as creation of on-line lessons which were uploaded on the Ministry’s website for learners
to access. The Ministry also signed memoranda of agreement with telecom providers to reduce costs and provide
special packages to learners to afford them access to the online lessons at affordable prices. The Ministry also
introduced Radio and TV teaching programmes. However, it was established that though these interventions
were well intended, due to the socio—economic profile of most of the learners these interventions had little
impact on the majority of the learners.

- Malawi therefore needs to address the following capacity challenges to fully embrace digital and solar energy solutions :
1) Affordability of gadgets The majority of households in Malawi live in rural areas and are very poor, living on less
than USD1 per day. They cannot afford to buy the gadgets (solar panels, phones, tablets, TVs) required to
make full use of the technology. Efforts should be made to bring down the prices of the gadgets. Alternatively,
the Community Learning Centres concept promoted by the Bridge Programme should be embraced by
Government and other stakeholders where such gadgets could be provided as part of the supplies for use by

the communities.

2) Data costs Malawi is one of the countries where data costs are very expensive, beyond the reach of many poor
households. A solution to this is the development and provision of pre-recorded off-line lessons. This can be
effectively done through the Community Learning Centres approach.

3) Development and Management of remote learning COVID-19 has exposed the weaknesses of our education
system in remote learing. There is a need to strengthen the capacities of the units/departments responsible
for Open, Distance Learning and e-Learning, and Adult Literacy and Lifelong Learning for them to be able to
design and implement effective remote learning programmes

Presentation 1 Evaluation of the Bridge Laos Programme
Ms. Philany Phissamay

Deputy Director-General of Department of Non-formal Education, Ministry of Education and Sports of Laos

- The Bridge Laos Project provides non-formal education to underprivileged children who have never attended
school or have dropped out. At the time of introduction, a situation analysis and sample investigation were
conducted. The programme provides an educational recognition class and capacity building to education
officials. For adults, basic vocational education and training and financial literacy education are provided,
and related materials are also developed. The Community Learning Centre also provides training on cooking,
horticulture, planning, and women’s empowerment.
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Presentation 2 Evaluation of the Bridge Timor Leste Programme
Mr. Francisco Barreto / interim Executive Secretary of Timor Leste National Commission for UNESCO

- Timor Leste has a 1.2 million population and spoken languages are Tetun, Portuguese, Indonesian and English.
Non-formal education in Timor-Leste has a vision of circular education that aims to improve the quality of
public education to the extent that there is no need for literacy education for adolescents or re—education for
those who have given up.

- The Bridge Timor Leste Programme has been working on construction of community learning centers, provision
of educational materials, provision of learning programs covering Tetum literacy, life skills, English, etc., training
for teachers and managers, and distribution of learning materials through community learning centers.

- There are challenges to be resolved in the future, including the lockdown measures due to COVID-19, and the
delay in the construction of community learning centers that each community is responsible for.

Presentation 3 Achievements and Sustainability of the Bridge Eswatini Programme
Ms. Phumzile Hlophe / Secretary-General of the Eswatini National Commission for UNESCO

- Eswatini suffers from problems in the field of education such as lack of access to secondary education, the
proportion of orphans accounting for 32% of the total youth population, and the high rate of interruption of
learning due to pregnancy.

- The Bridge Eswatini Programme provides new opportunities for community members who have dropped out
due to socio—economic difficulties such as early marriage, and lack of funds for tuition. It aims to educate teachers
on non-formal education methodologies, train them in pedagogy, and raise awareness of the importance of
education in the community and gain leadership support.

- Efforts are also being made to strengthen partnerships and provide opportunities to take tests in the formal
education system, such as secondary and high school, however, there are still low admission rates and difficulties
in purchasing textbooks. In particular, in the COVID-19 crisis non-formal education has been adversely affected,
as has the overall education system.
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Presentation 4 Non—formal Education in South Korea: Policy & Sustainability
Prof. Sunok Jo / Professor at the Graduate School of Education, Inje University

- The concept of lifelong education is often used in relation to non formal education in South Korea. Efforts mainly
consist of providing educational opportunities, evaluating and acknowledging results, and establishing an
implementation system.

- The sustainability of policies, implementation organizations, targets, and environments are evaluated. Non-
formal education can be achieved well when these four factors are all balanced. The system for lifelong
education is dealt with under the Constitution, the Basic Law on Education Basic Law and the Lifelong
Education Law. It involves a vertical and horizontal system, and also uses professional manpower such as
lifelong educators and literacy teachers.

- There are challenges such as financial problems, especially with the rapidly changing situation in the field
during the COVID-19 pandemic. In response, the government is making efforts to legally guarantee the right to
lifelong learning and to provide lifelong education vouchers, in particular, supporting online lifelong learning.

Presentation 5 Shaping Bucheon into a Friendly Learning Community with Self-reflective Citizens in the
‘With COVID-19’ Era

Ms. Soojeong Kim / Director of Bucheon Lifelong Learning Centre

- Bucheon is a lifelong learning city, and operates a lifelong learning center. After the outbreak of COVID-19, the
Centre conducted non-face-to-face programs to provide uninterrupted lifelong education, held a workshop
for the local residents’ association, and a campaign to improve global citizenship as part of its democratic
citizenship education course for citizens. Additionally, a studio and media room were established to respond to
the need for non-face-to-face learning.

- In the context of COVID-19, lifelong education should aim to cultivate a warm community, and reflective, thoughtful
citizens through learning. Recognizing the importance of online education, we need to ensure that such
education places a focus on education for sustainable development and reflective transformational learning to
enable people to live in harmony with their neighbors and nature.

Presentation 1 Status of Good Neighbors’ Non-formal Education Projects
- Focusing on Projects Advocating Child (Girl’s) Rights

Mr. Sun Kim / Director of International Development Division, Good Neighbors

- Good Neighbors works on education, health, and humanitarian aid through a community approach, with various
approaches taken in relation to non-formal education, since in developing countries non—-formal education
plays a major role as a complementary form of education.

- I would like to explain Good Neighbor's work with some good practices on children and youth. They show how
not only families but also schools and communities should work together. Good Neighbors’ Child Club projects
show notably how children can actively engage with the formal education system. Children proactively run the
clubs with senior members’ evaluating junior member candidates, selecting them through interviews and votes,
and providing training of trainers education.
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- Now | would like to talk about an example of girls speaking up in the community. This project started in Malawi,
when people were looking for the cause of the seriously low female literacy rate. The project was planned on
the assumption that the low literacy occurred because of early marriage and pregnancy due to perspective of
their communities. This became one of good examples of Good Neighbour’s Girls’ Clbu Projects to deliver to the
national assembly and go with a cultural approach.

- The exchange program for Korean and international youth works as a form of global citizenship education.

- The program expands advocacy efforts to bring about a change in the local community’s awareness, expand
linkages with national law and promote institutional improvement for sustainability in the long-term. Non-
formal education approaches should be linked to global citizenship education and should be integrated with the
formal education curriculum.

Presentation 2 () Group’s Girls’ Education Campaign  Examples from the COVID-19 Era
Ms. Jiyoung Moon / Senior Specialist of ¢ Social Contributions

- (J is running the girls’ education campaign because it became very interested in education programmes while
supporting underprivileged children in Korea through the provision of food, and because CJ runs many female-
friendly businesses and has many female consumers.

- Investment in girls’ education may well be the highest return investment available in the developing world.
() group and KNCU forged a partnership to improve the environment for girls’ education in 2014. Since then ) has
carried out marketing campaigns and programmes, fund-raising, and other activities for enhancing awareness.

- For example, OliveYoung [a CJ group company] ran a campaign under which a certain percentage of the amount
on a till receipt went into the donation fund. Also, a campaign video about the importance of girls’ education
was produced and played at the Mnet Asian Music Awards and KCON [the world’s largest Korean culture and
music event]. Since COVID-19, CJ has been using online shows and contact-free concerts to continue to deliver
the message.

- This long-term result was possible because CJ did not create a separate program for its social contribution, but
incorporated it into existing programs that we could do well, involving all department members.

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Presentation 3 Supporting the Development of ALE

Mr. Uwe Gartenschlaeger / Deputy-Director of the DVV International

- NGOs are main drivers for innovation and development, and advocates for more Adult Learning Education (ALE)
and access for vulnerable groups to ALE and Life Long Learning (LLL).

- DVV International works together with global NGOs, ALE organisations and networks, and partner countries.

- DVV has built and developed a sustainable system for ALE, and worked for international lobby for LLL., DVV
also supports training, and provides consulting and media services for global intercultural and European
learning policy.

- Approaches should be integrated, from the micro-level to the macro-level to advocate worldwide for Lifelong
Learning such as through the legal and economic framework. For instance, in Laos, DVV consulted with and
supported the government on ALE and LLL on the integrated, macro-meso-micro levels.

- Since adults cannot be forced to learn, it is necessary to get closer to capture their needs. It is necessary to
have partnerships between different stakeholders. It is important for everyone to know the importance of adult
learning and take part in it.

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Presentation 4 Education for All, Powered by Digital Technology

Ms. Hyunju Kim / Core Impact Director, ENUMA

- To achieve education for all, both formal and non-formal education should work together. ENUMA has been
thinking how digital technology can contribute to this. As an edu-tech company that seeks to close basic
education gaps, we focus on learning aids for children with learning difficulties, especially for basic literacy and
numeracy. ENUMA won the Global Learning XPRIZE for its work.

- ENMUA’s programme is currently being used for supplementary learning for refugee children and marginalized
learners in the COVID-19 situation. The pandemic has shown how when digital devices are necessary for
learning it can lead to education gaps. ENUMA’s solution does not require internet access and is simple to use,
so it has been used in non-formal education in many parts of the world.

- ENUMA developed its ENUMA School by developing existing solutions that had weaknesses in providing
content in the local language. The pilot project resulted in a meaningful increase in grades during the pandemic,
and so since then, the number of implementing organizations has been increased.

- ENUMA is planning to offer free-of-charge downloads for anyone on the App Store to contribute to the efforts
to minimize the learning gaps due to COVID-19. We are expecting cooperation from various stakeholders in the
public and private sectors.

\_OLJ to the speaker from ENUMA: in the current COVID-19 situation, as in—person education has decreased, it is not
that easy for the adult illiterate population to access online education content without much digital infrastructure.
If there are any programmes available without internet access, like the literacy programmes such as ‘Geulbang’
that you mentioned, please give more details.

—> A1, Ms. Hyunju Kim, Core Impact Director of ENUMA
- ENUMA focuses on the ages between 5 and the second grade of elementary school. People can use the
content even if they do not have internet access because the programme is pre-installed, because we are
assuming that not all households have an internet connection.

- In this case, some might worry that it could be unilateral education but in order to motivate students,
the programme encourages game based learning. Also, we make sure that students provide responses or
feedback, to show their level of understanding.

- Also, ENUMA provides adaptive learning, which is able to learn through drawing lines or connecting dots
even if children don’t have digital literacy. After several of these learning [exercises], they can have tests
to check their basic understanding and it connects to ENUMA’s software, to allow self-directed learning
to find the appropriate learning level. Students can drop a level or go to a higher level depending on their
understanding, so students can continue their learning.

A2. Ms. Shaheen Attig-Ur-Rahman, Vice Chairperson of Bunyad Literacy Community Council

Bunyad (Pakistan) would like to learn more about ENUMA, and would suggest to introduce offline solutions for
adults and to include these types of interventions in the KNCU supported project in Pakistan. There is a dire
need of such solutions due to disrupted learning opportunities and processes caused by COVID-19.

\_OLJ the title of this session is Good Practices and Challenges. During the session we learnt a lot of good practices but it
would be helpful if you could also share with us some challenges you confront now. Also, to Mr. Gartenschlaeger,
given that ALE has been neglected, and not spotlighted in comparison to, say, child literacy, you probably also
have some challenges. Please share your challenges or concerns about this issue.

— A1, Mr. Sun Kim, Director of Good Neighbors
in Korea, the will of the education authorities and the cooperation of schools are critical, so gaining these is
the hurdle we need to overcome. In developing countries, exchange programmes are welcomed, but there can
be communication/delivery issues. However, it has not been a big problem for us. Children have been able to
communicate in these programmes even though they were not able to speak English well.
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— A2, Ms. Jiyoung Moon, Senior Specialist at CJ Social Contributions
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a private company’s basic objective is profit making, so it is very difficult to create an environment of social
contribution. The government, local communities and NGOs take the main role in solving social issues, private
companies do not play a big role but | think it can give some dynamic.

A3. Ms. Hyunju Kim, Core Impact Director at ENUMA

If the role of the government and NGOs in the education area is the veins of a tree, technology is the nutrients.
We need to work together without overlapping between partners. Institutions have to try to use their competitive
edge when they work as partners. For ENUMA, we hope there will be a more expanded version of cooperation
when ENUMA addresses technical needs to help children to learn their language in various countries.

A4. Mr. Uwe Gartenschlaeger, Deputy-Director of DVV International

Firstly, with children’s education it is usually is much easier to motivate companies and donors to invest than with
Adult Learning Education (ALE). Secondly, formal education already has a sustainable structure supported by the
government, while on the other hand, non-formal education has been neglected. Therefore, the foundation and
structure for ALE needs to be developed, with the emphasis on the role of the government in doing this.

to Mr. Gartenschlaeger, How can we stimulate more NGOs or other stakeholders in society to participate in
non—formal education?

A1. Mr. Uwe Gartenschlaeger, Deputy-Director of DVV International

One driver is the pandemic. Because of COVID-19, in Europe, we lost many adults in our society. People have
lost trust in the government and science. For coherence in society, we need adults. Secondly, there is the climate
change issue. We cannot wait for our children to be the decision makers. We need to encourage our children
and youth to take action on climate change and environmental issues now. Otherwise, they will not have a good
future. There are a lot of arguments on the table that demand more investment in education, but we need to be
more simplistic but more powerful and stronger in our arguments.

A2. Ms. Shaheen Attig—-Ur-Rahman, Vice Chairperson of Bunyad Literacy Community Council

Bunyad Pakistan has started programmes that involve children planting trees and kitchen gardening in schools
and even in non-formal centers to improve the environment and nutrition, and to sensitize them to climate related
issues and their possible solutions.

A2. Ms, Gil Andrea, Ministry of Education and Culture (MEC), Uruguay

The Permanent Learning Programme (Programa Aprender Siempre, or PAS) is a MEC educational initiative on
a national scale, which since 2008 has developed non-formal educational proposals and activities for young
people and adults in prisons. Its main goal is to generate educational spaces through pedagogical strategies
aimed at promoting lifelong learning as an essential human right. Participation, education and culture are located
as central axes in the construction of citizenship.

The PAS seeks to generate a quality educational offer, designed and adapted to the diversity of existing contexts.
To achieve this, it works from the interests, needs, possibilities and concerns of the participants, betting on
deepening, expanding and building knowledge from the experience and exchange between them, thus facilitating
active processes of social cohesion and access to new knowledge and capabilities. These aspects are worked on
by the teaching team together with regional assistant coordinators to generate a tailored proposal. The topics
covered are linked to four main areas: Health and healthy environments; Art, language and communication;
Participation, education and work; and Games, recreation and sports. In each educational space, a work project is
prepared for the particular context and interests of the participants that, from a human rights perspective, includes
various exchange alternatives between inmates and abroad, with the intention of favouring the processes of
social reintegration.

Presentation 1 The Bridge Sejong Programme in Uruguay
Ms. Gil Andrea
Coordinator of the Uruguay Ministry of Education and Culture’s Permanent Learning Program

(Programa Aprender Siempre, PAS)

- More than half of Uruguayan inmates have a low literacy rate, with elementary school graduation as the final
educational attainment. Our project contributes to the reduction of the adult inmate illiteracy rate and to
implement inmate education as part of the national education plan. It emphasizes “taking the floor,” which is
also the name of our project.

- It consists of three components :
1) a methodological model for early illiteracy diagnoses; 2) mainstreaming of a reading and writing mediation
proposal in all PAS workshops; and 3) development and equipping of two multimodal and community open
libraries. The mainstreaming principles are inclusion, equity and education.

- Also, the project has held forums for exchanges on the model for the diagnosis of illiteracy, national annual
events for “taking the floor,” 3 workshops on reading and writing mediation for prisoners, and online regional
seminars.

Ms. Gil Andrea of the Uruguay Ministry of Education and Culture presented about the Bridge Sejong Uruguay Programme
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Presentation 2 The Bridge Sejong Programme in Pakistan

Ms. Shaheen Attig-Ur-Rahman / Vice Chairperson of Bunyad Literacy Community Council, Pakistan

- Bunyad’s project aims to eradicate illiteracy in Pakistan. A large number of women are illiterate in Pakistan, and
the rate of illiteracy is even rising steadily. Pakistan has a large population, with many poor or illiterate people
and out-of-school children.

- The Bunyad Community Council focuses on literacy education for young women. 60% of students and 90% of
teachers are women. Bunyad was awarded the UNESCO Sejong Literacy Prize in 2002, won the Comenius Medal
in 1988, and has won many other awards.

- The functional literacy education and adopt-a-school programs are in progress through local learning centers.
Since the King Sejong Literary Award, we have been working in partnership with KNCU, focusing on empowerment
of women living in marginalized areas.

- The main activities are adult female education, vocational training, lifelong learning with mobile libraries and
mobile literacy education materials, trainings on livestock management, kitchen management, urban gardening,
enterprise development, financial literacy, etc., awareness trainings on women'’s rights and so on. Community
Learning Centres are utilized well as an incubator to encourage female-run businesses.

Presentation 3 The Bridge Sejong Programme in Sri Lanka

Mr. Sarawanamuthu Dunaisingh / Senior Lecturer/Head of Open School Unit, National Institute of Education

—The Open School Programme of the Sri Lanka National Institute of Education is funded by KNCU to provide wider
access to sustainable and learner—centric quality education and skills development through open and distance
learning, resulting in an inclusive learning society. It provides opportunities to access education for those who
are not benefited by formal schooling.

-The programme is for those who are educationally marginalised such as street children, child labourers, prisoners,
and so on. The main activities are conducting basic literacy courses, and foundation and secondary courses, developing
materials for literacy course tutors, establishing regional study centres, and evaluating the programme and so on.

=The programmes won the UNESCO International Literacy Award in 2015 and Asia Pacific Honorable Commendation
in 2018. However, there are still some issues to solve, such as lack of facilities, limited study sessions, difficulties
in finding suitable tutors in remote areas, and funding sources. We are targeting to build more new learning
centres, and to introduce new learning technology and courses, and community awareness-raising programmes.
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Mr. Sarawanamuthu Dunaisingh of Open School Unit, National Institute of Education of Sri Lanka presented about the Bridge Sejong Sri Lanka Programme
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Presentation 4 The Bridge Sejong Programme in Jordan

Dr. Rana Dajani / Director and Founder of Taghyeer Jordan

- Many children think of reading books as more like work, not as an enjoyable thing. While researching how
children can enjoy reading, | found it was important to have a role model like parents to inspire their children to
read. Based on this idea, | started the We Love Reading Programme.

- Listening to books that are read aloud makes children also read books with family at home. The programme not
only helps children become lifelong readers, but also reduces their stress and enables connection-building. It is
also helpful to develop children’s sense of citizenship, which is especially important under the current COVID-19
crisis. It is our key to the success of our activities to give them motivation, build connections and respect in the
local context.

- Our activities have been studied as having the greatest effect on children from low socio—economic status.

- With the Bridge Sejong programme, | would like to study the long-term impact of our activities and, in particular,
their impact on women.

Presentation 5 The Success, Limitations, and Future Direction of Literacy Education in Korea

Mr. Jongsuk Moon / President of the Purun Citizen Community’s Mother’s School

- Following a history of colonization and a patriarchal society, Korean literacy education aims to restore basic
rights, promote women’s human rights, promote democratic citizenship, and provide lifelong education.

- We have, for example, encouraged learners who have strong will but difficulties in reading and writing to write
the story of their lives. To raise learners’ confidence, we have published illustrated poetry books created by our
students. The writing of people who have just begun to learn to read and write has a special power to touch
people’s hearts.

- We also offer various classes on mobile phones, drawing, and offer day trips, and so on. In addition, we conduct
exchange programmes with Japan and make policy suggestions about lifelong learning.

- However, government policy on support for literacy education in Korea needs to be changed to make it more
realistic. Increased budget and a more enabling environment are necessary. We hope that there will be a transition
to compulsory education and that suitable support measures are prepared accordingly. Further learning content
for elderly students needs to be developed, and policies need to consider and integrate second-generation
literacy learners such as migrant women.

Presentation 1 The Growing Role of Non—formal Education for Lifelong Learning

Dr. David Atchoarena / Director of UNESCO Institute for Lifelong Learning (UIL)

- Improving access to primary education is emerging as a major item in the agenda to achieve education for all.
Non-formal education, which has been relatively neglected, has been receiving new attention in recent years
as a way to access education and resolve inequality. In the process, non-formal education has expanded from
education to learning, and it is notable for its organic and participatory—centered characteristics.

- In particular, the need for equitable, inclusive, flexible and innovative learning is growing due to various difficulties
during the COVID-19 crisis. Mexico, non-governmental organizations in Cote d’Ivoire, and the UNESCO Global
Learning Cities Network are all examples of those who have directed their efforts to achieving this.

- Non-formal education is more and more important in the context of digitalization, climate change, and an aging
population. Looking to the future of the lifelong learning aspect of non-formal education, the expansion of
micro-learning may be expected, while increased digitalization calls for the development of generic frameworks
and minimum requirements. While digital competencies will be essential in non-formal education, soft skills
will also become increasingly important.
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Presentation 2 Sustainable Governance in Non—formal Education
Prof. Jae—eun Chae

Professor in the Department of Public Administration, Gachon University and Subcommittee for Education at the
Korean National Commission for UNESCO

- The importance of non-formal education is likely to increase in the era of uncertainty caused by COVID-19.
However, lifelong education (which is the main term used to refer to non-formal education in South Korea) may
not currently be the most advanced field domestically. Therefore, please keep in mind that the examples | am
going to introduce may not be the best possible examples.

- The South Korean Constitution includes an article on lifelong education. Article 29 of the Constitution provides
a legal basis for the state’s obligation to promote lifelong education (Paragraph 5) and a basis for enacting
laws related to lifelong education (Paragraph 6). The Social Education Act defines “all forms of systematic
education, except school education (including higher education), for the lifelong education of citizens” as
“social education,” and stipulates that the purpose of the law is to provide opportunities for social education
throughout every citizen’s entire life. To realize this, Articles 12 and 13 of the same Act respectively stipulate
that a “Social Education Policy Coordination Committee” be established. However, it is only after the wholesale
revision of the relevant law that financial resources and governance have been established to enable a structure
in which lifelong learning can be delivered from the central government to citizens.

- Lifelong education governance in Korea is included in the plans of provincial governments after a national policy
is established, which is done at least once every five years by a committee under the Ministry of Education. In
other words, it can be said that a system involving both central and local government is in place.

- Even though the budget for lifelong education is not sufficient, considerable results are achieved thanks to the
voluntary promotion of lifelong education by local governments. Of course, there are limits to the activities of
local governments, but well-designed governance is important in this sense. It is necessary to coordinate the
roles of the Ministry of Education and local administrative departments.

- The South Korean government has also established specialised institutions such as the National Institute for
Lifelong Education (NILE) and Provincial Institutes for Lifelong Education.

- It remains necessary to resolve regional polarization in non-formal education and to compensate for the
shrinking role of the private sector as the role of the government grows.

- Based on these observations, | would like to suggest that the various countries participating in the conference

consider structure, budget, specialized institutions, and a legal basis when looking to the promotion of non-
formal education.
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Presentation 3 Promoting Lifelong Learning through Skills Development

Ms. Wangchuk Bidha / Chief Program Officer, Bhutan National Commission for UNESCO

- Bhutan’s non-formal education, which started with the Bhutan Women'’s Association, gained popularity and
was later expanded to a community learning center programme. It provides basic literacy and numeracy education
to those who have missed out on formal education opportunities, and has also been teaching vocational skills.
However, there are challenges, such as the shortage of competent instructors and the need to diversify the
centers’ curriculum.

- The Bridge Bhutan Programmes includes the development and implementation of a non-formal education
information management system, establishment of new community learning centers, operation of model
regional learning centers in four regions, supply of equipment and learning materials, holding capacity-building
workshops for stakeholders such as instructors, and holding exhibitions, monitoring and evaluation, etc.

- [The presenter then introduced examples of actual activities with photos from baking and weaving training
workshops.]

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Presentation 4 From Beneficiary to Active Player: The Roles of Community in Non-Formal Education

Dr. Dajung Jung / Research Fellow, Seoul National University Asia Center

- Non-formal education is getting attention for reasons such as the emphasis on lifelong learning, the complexity
of society, and the difficulty in achieving the global development goals with formal education alone. In particular,
since COVID-19 the role of the local community in non-formal education has been highlighted. After COVID-19,
non-formal education has been threatened by budget cuts, but at the same time, it responds to
local current needs and is getting attention for its learner—centered characteristics.

- The role of the local community is very important in non-formal education. This is because the local community
makes it possible to redefine, re—evaluate, and develop local indigenous knowledge. is becoming from beneficiary
to active subjects. There are good examples of this in the Maetha Community in Mae On sub~district, Chiang Mai,
Thailand and Hongdong village in Hongseong-Gun, Chungcheongnam-do, South Korea.

- Itis crucial for community-based non-formal education to realize a shared set of values for interaction with
formal education. Lastly, while a community’s internal motivation is essential for the sustainability of community-
based non-formal education, each community can also find motivation and learn through partnership with
external entities.

—> A1. Dr. David Atchoarena, Director of the UNESCO Institute for Lifelong Learning (UIL)

In many countries, there are gradual changes to take lifelong learning in its entirety. As | indicated in my
presentation, in many countries lifelong learning has been used to describe the impact of non-formal
education, adult education, and vocational training. What we are seeing currently is there are attempts
to recognise lifelong learning as the organising principle to link various types and levels of education,
including new policies to promote inter-ministry collaboration, emphasizing that it is not only the ministry
of education that must be involved but also other ministries, for example, the ministry of health during
the COVID-19 crisis. We are seeing the gradual movement towards new approaches, and UIL has held
meetings with several countries about implementing this kind of integrated and holistic approach through
policy. Beyond the national level, it is interesting that developments are also taking place at the local level.
What we are seeing within the framework of the Network of Learning Cities is an increasing movement
towards integrating the national lifelong learning policies and making significant changes at the local level
in learning cities.

A2. Mr. Uwe Gartenschlaeger, Deputy-Director of DVV International

In our experience, the SDGs can be a powerful tool to improve policies, even on ALE. The key is that you should
provide evidence that better and more ALE have an impact on reaching the SDGS (see my previous comment).

\_I_J To Ms Wangchuk Bidha : What kind of training for instructors at learning centres do you do to ensure quality
teaching and learning?

—> A.Ms. Wangchuk Bidha, Bhutan National Commission for UNESCO
In the non-formal education centres, we provide training on pedagogy, andragogy (adult education),
and non-formal education. The instructors are also given orientation on the curriculums and the role of
the instructors at the centres. In community learning centres, since they provide more skills training, the
instructors are trained on the various skills that they need to provide training on to learners. It also depends
on the specific centers’ needs.
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+&» Q3. Mr. Jongsuk Moon, President of the Purun Citizen Community’s Mother’s School (at the venue)

\_OLJ In Korea, there has been a gradual movement in lifelong learning governance. However, the budget for lifelong
learning has not been growing, or not much. It seems like most of the budget goes to the organisations for their
survival, their administration costs, rather than practical projects. We have so many experts in lifelong learning,
but | wonder why the budget for lifelong learning is still just less than 1% of the annual education budget.

— A Prof. Jae—eun Chae, Gachon University

This is a big question and | cannot give all the details, but | think compared to the past, there is more consensus
on the issue and there is no doubt there has been more investment in lifelong learning. And given the aging of
the population, lifelong learning will require more and more investment and will be the norm in the future. The
existing committees and specialized institutions are the first step for improving lifelong education, though by
themselves they probably will not have the stable setting required to ensure that it thrives. But having all these
entities in place it is an important foundation for a thriving lifelong education sector in the future, and following
good, in-depth discussions on the topic, hopefully these entities can operate as planned.

é Q4. Mr. Valentino Kibaja from Tanzania (at the venue)

\_l_J Non-formal education is very important to ensure equality and equity in education. Concerning the mother tongue
language, in most African countries, including Tanzania, we are still using a second language as the language of
instruction. | would like to know about and get advice from the Korean experience; how were you able to change
to use your Korean language mother tongue as the language of instruction? What is the impact and usefulness
of using your mother tongue towards enhancing non-formal education?

— A1, Prof. Jae—eun Chae, Gachon University
Actually, Korea has been using Korean language as the language of instruction for a long time, so maybe we do
not have the issue you have in Tanzania. But Korean is an easy language to learn and that might be a reason
contributing to the high literacy rate in Korea. So maybe the nature of the language is something that the
government should think about more.

A2. Dr. Dajung Jung, Seoul National University Asia Center

| think that mother tongue (Korean) literacy played a major role in not only education but also social development
in South Korea. It is estimated that the literacy rate at the time of liberation in 1945 was less than 20%, but it
is reported that it increased rapidly to 95.9% in 1958. It is analyzed that not only the state-led 5-year illiteracy
eradication project, but also literacy education at the private level (the Hangeul society, night school, and the
activities of religious groups) were the main factors. The increase in literacy through adult literacy education
using Korean as a teaching language is discussed as a key factor driving the rapid economic growth of Korea
in the 1970s and 1980s along with the implementation of compulsory elementary education. Moreover, the
correspondence between the teaching language and everyday language seems to have contributed to the
rapid improvement of literacy.
